THE NEW LECTIONARY 

 

The Lectionary, which is the book that contains the Scripture readings for Mass and the Sacraments, is changing 

as part of the continuing process of revising liturgical translations. The changes are intended to make the biblical 

translations more faithful to the original languages. The Lectionary will become mandatory for use in all Catholic 

Parishes from Advent 2024. The new Lectionary edition comes as 4 books, the total set costs £695, each book 

costs £175. We are asking our faithful parishioners if you would like to donate the cost of one of the books.  

Each book comes with Donor bookplates that can be inscribed with the names of those who donate to the new 

liturgical books on behalf of their parish.
